In this today’s Gospel, we read the report of the 
return of the Twelve, who were sent by Jesus to 
preach repentance, heal the sick, and drive out 
demons. When the Twelve return to Jesus, he 
invites them to come away from the crowds and 
rest. But the crowds will not give them peace. As 
the Twelve have shared in Jesus’ ministry, they 
now appear to share in his popularity. The crowds 
continue to approach them, and Mark reports 
that the disciples don’t even have time to eat. In 
an effort to get away, Jesus and his disciples board 
a boat in hopes of finding a deserted place. But 
the crowds notice this and arrive ahead of them. 
The crowds are so persistent that Jesus and his 
disciples cannot find a place to be alone. Mark’s 
Gospel tells us that Jesus is moved with pity and 
begins to teach the crowds.

Our Gospel for today stops here, but Mark’s report 
of the unyielding demands of the crowd continues 
in the verses that follow. If we were to continue 
reading from Mark’s Gospel, we would hear Jesus 
instruct his disciples to feed the crowd in the 
familiar miracle of the multiplication of the loaves 
and fishes. The work of Jesus and his disciples 
appears to be a round-the-clock job. In the next 
few weeks, we will hear the story of Jesus’ feeding 
of the multitude, but our Lectionary will turn to 
the sixth chapter of the Gospel of John to report 
and reflect on this story.

In today’s Gospel, we hear the Twelve referred to 
as “apostles.” The word apostle is a Greek word 
meaning “one who is sent.” Jesus chose twelve 
men from among his disciples whom he sent to 
share in his ministry of preaching and healing. The 
first report of this is found in the third chapter of 
Mark’s Gospel, where the Twelve are also called 
apostles and the names of this select group are 
listed.

We who are Jesus’ disciples today have also been 
sent to share the Gospel with others. Perhaps our 
commitment to following Jesus as his disciple 
leaves us feeling tired and overwhelmed. In today’s 
Gospel, we hear Jesus affirm the importance 
of times of rest and renewal. Jesus wanted his 
disciples to come away and spend time alone with 
him. This is what we seek and find in our life of 
prayer and in our celebration of the Eucharist.

Weekly Gospel Reflection
Reflexión semanal del evangelio

En este evangelio de hoy leemos el informe del regreso 
de los Doce, quienes fueron enviados por Jesús para 
predicar el arrepentimiento, sanar a los enfermos y 
expulsar demonios. Cuando los Doce regresan a Jesús, 
él los invita a alejarse de la multitud y descansar. Pero la 
multitud no les dará paz. Así como los Doce participaron 
en el ministerio de Jesús, ahora parecen compartir su 
popularidad. La multitud continúa acercándose a ellos 
y Marcos informa que los discípulos ni siquiera tienen 
tiempo para comer. En un esfuerzo por escapar, Jesús 
y sus discípulos abordan un barco con la esperanza 
de encontrar un lugar desierto. Pero la multitud se 
da cuenta y llega antes que ellos. Las multitudes son 
tan persistentes que Jesús y sus discípulos no pueden 
encontrar un lugar donde estar solos. El Evangelio de 
Marcos nos dice que Jesús se compadece y comienza 
a enseñar a la multitud.

Nuestro Evangelio de hoy termina aquí, pero el informe 
de Marcos sobre las demandas inquebrantables de 
la multitud continúa en los versículos que siguen. 
Si continuáramos leyendo el Evangelio de Marcos, 
escucharíamos a Jesús instruir a sus discípulos a 
alimentar a la multitud en el familiar milagro de la 
multiplicación de los panes y los peces. La obra de Jesús 
y sus discípulos parece ser una tarea de 24 horas al día. 
En las próximas semanas, escucharemos la historia 
de cómo Jesús alimentó a la multitud, pero nuestro 
Leccionario recurrirá al sexto capítulo del Evangelio de 
Juan para informar y reflexionar sobre esta historia.

En el Evangelio de hoy escuchamos referirse a los Doce 
como “apóstoles”. La palabra apóstol es una palabra 
griega que significa “el que es enviado”. Jesús escogió 
doce hombres de entre sus discípulos a quienes 
envió para compartir su ministerio de predicación y 
curación. El primer relato de esto se encuentra en el 
tercer capítulo del Evangelio de Marcos, donde los 
Doce también son llamados apóstoles y se enumeran 
los nombres de este grupo selecto.

Nosotros, que hoy somos discípulos de Jesús, también 
hemos sido enviados a compartir el Evangelio con otros. 
Quizás nuestro compromiso de seguir a Jesús como 
su discípulo nos haga sentir cansados ​​y abrumados. 
En el Evangelio de hoy escuchamos a Jesús afirmar la 
importancia de los tiempos de descanso y renovación. 
Jesús quería que sus discípulos vinieran y pasaran 
tiempo a solas con él. Esto es lo que buscamos y 
encontramos en nuestra vida de oración y en nuestra 
celebración de la Eucaristía.

FEAST OF ST. MARY MAGDALENE  
MONDAY, JULY 22ND 

FIESTA DE ST. MARÍA MAGDALENA 
LUNES 22 DE JULIO

On July 22, the Church celebrates the 
Feast of St. Mary Magdalene, one of the 
most prominent women mentioned in 
the New Testament. Her name comes 
from the town of Magdala in Galilee, where she was born. Scripture introduces her as a woman 
“who had been healed of evil spirits and infirmities: Mary, called Magdalene, from whom seven 
demons had gone out” (Lk. 8:2). The window is the second from the back on the west side of the 
nave. The inscription is, “While I wept, I saw the Lord.”

El 22 de julio la Iglesia celebra la Fiesta de Santa María Magdalena, una de las mujeres más 
destacadas mencionadas en el Nuevo Testamento. Su nombre proviene del pueblo de Magdala 
en Galilea, donde nació. La Escritura la presenta como una mujer “que había sido sanada 
de espíritus malos y de enfermedades: María, llamada Magdalena, de la cual habían salido 
siete demonios” (Lc. 8:2). La ventana es la segunda desde atrás en el lado oeste de la nave. La 
inscripción dice: “Mientras lloraba, vi al Señor”.

FEAST OF ST. JAMES THE APOSTLE – THURSDAY, JULY 25TH

FIESTA DE ST. SANTIAGO APÓSTOL – JUEVES 25 DE JULIO
Saint James was one of Jesus’ first Apostles. Like all the Apostles, the Church 

gratefully celebrates his unique role in the Redemption. Not only did the Apostles continue 
the Lord’s mission in their own day, but by communicating their apostolic office to others 

they ensured its perpetuation down the ages until the Lord returns. Our statue is located 
above the Marian Altar to the right.
